· Wednesday Bible Studies:  Our Glenelg Study Group are meeting at 7.30pm this Wednesday continuing our study on “I Believe – The Apostles’ Creed” by Tim Chester.

· Engage 2026: At our National Day of Prayer in November we were delighted to announce Engage 2026. With over 10,000 people in our denomination if each of us prayed for 10 people then over 100,000 lives would be committed to prayer every day. Engage 2026 supports our vision of healthy gospel churches and contributes to the development of a long-term culture of mission, grounded in prayer. We hope to shape habits of prayer and expectation that sustain faithful gospel witness.
We will provide resources like physical and digital bookmarks to write down the ten names, sharing stories of encouragement and answered prayer along with accounts of how God is working. Our prayer is that under God and for his glory, Engage 2026 will see a raising of the evangelistic temperature of our church. As we commit to regular, intentional prayer, we trust that God will provide opportunities for witness and that we will be better equipped to respond to them with grace and courage.
Praying for One Another: Please add the following points to your prayer diaries: 
Badenoch: Please pray that the Lord would strengthen the Badenoch congregation in faithful worship, unity, and spiritual growth. Pray that God would bless the congregation’s witness in the community, that there would be a strong gospel presence, and that the Lord would draw many to saving faith in Jesus Christ.
Asian Outreach: I am leading a seminar at the annual Free Church Youth Conference 13th-15th March on ‘Engaging with Muslims’. The conference is for 18–30-year-olds, and many of these young folk will have classmates, work colleagues, neighbours and friends who are Muslim. Please pray that the seminar will encourage and equip people better to reach out to Muslims with love and with the Gospel. This year, the Islamic month of fasting begins on/around 18th February. Muslims across the world will abstain from food and drink during daylight hours and break the fast, often communally, as night falls each day. Usually in Ramadhan there are opportunities to join Muslim friends for iftar (breaking the fast), often in mosques. Please pray for fruitful contact and conversation.
Engage 2026: Pray that God would deepen faithful, persistent prayer across our churches for those who do not yet know Christ. As we pray for ten people who do not yet know Jesus, pray that the Lord would open opportunities for gracious witness and bring many to saving faith in Jesus.
Central Office: Pray that the Lord would provide the right Finance Officer to assist the Central Finance team, and that they would be able to use their skills to support wisely the work and mission of the Church.
