· Engage 2026: At our National Day of Prayer in November we were delighted to announce Engage 2026. With over 10,000 people in our denomination if each of us prayed for 10 people then over 100,000 lives would be committed to prayer every day. Engage 2026 supports our vision of healthy gospel churches and contributes to the development of a long-term culture of mission, grounded in prayer. We hope to shape habits of prayer and expectation that sustain faithful gospel witness.
We will provide resources like physical and digital bookmarks to write down the ten names, sharing stories of encouragement and answered prayer along with accounts of how God is working. Our prayer is that under God and for his glory, Engage 2026 will see a raising of the evangelistic temperature of our church. As we commit to regular, intentional prayer, we trust that God will provide opportunities for witness and that we will be better equipped to respond to them with grace and courage.
· Praying for One Another: Please add the following points to your prayer diaries: 
Leven: Pray for 3 people who are due to attend a Christianity explored course we’re running over the next 7 weeks. None of them are Christians but they’re all seeking and are attending Sunday services. Pray for our small groups that run, that they’d be a useful tool to build strong Christian friendships, to help people read the Bible, and for us all to grow together. Give thanks for a woman who became a Christian in recent months. Pray she’d continue to bear good fruit and grow in her faith.
Tearfund: Please pray for the ongoing conflict in Gaza and the Middle East. Pray that our local partner, Anera, can quickly and safely deliver vital aid to people in Gaza. Pray for Tearfund and our partners in Gaza, the West Bank, Lebanon and neighbouring countries – that God would strengthen them as they support schools and hospitals, and as they provide food and essentials to families who have been displaced.
Stirling: Please pray that Stirling Free Church would be marked by God’s presence, in our worship, our conversations, and our throughout our everyday lives. Please pray for spiritual growth in our congregation, that God would grow us in faith, love, and obedience this year. Pray that we would not simply attend church, but be transformed by God’s word as His people.
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
