The World Watch List is Open Doors’ annual ranking of the 50 countries where Christians face the most extreme persecution. Explore the country profiles to find information, stories and prayers for each of the countries, along with ways to pray and stand with your persecuted church family.
More than 380 million Christians face persecution and discrimination because they love Jesus. Where faith looks impossible, God is doing the impossible. The church continues to grow.
Pakistan: World Watch List #8
Most people in Pakistan are Muslims, making Christians a minority. Christians are exposed to many challenges, from the threat of deadly violence to everyday discrimination. Increasingly, Pakistan’s notorious blasphemy laws are used to intimidate Christians and other religious minorities. Often they are used to target believers during unrelated feuds, such as disputes about land. Even an accusation can provoke mob violence against victims, as well as their family and the wider Christian community. Sadly, weak government and the growing influence of extreme Islamist groups means that Christians have limited protection from the law, adding to their vulnerability. Christian women and girls can face abduction, rape, forced marriage and conversion. Victims are as young as seven. Families often never see their loved ones again, while the police and courts frequently fail victims.
