Open Doors: World Watch List 2026
The World Watch List is Open Doors’ annual ranking of the 50 countries where Christians face the most extreme persecution. Explore the country profiles to find information, stories and prayers for each of the countries, along with ways to pray and stand with your persecuted church family.
More than 380 million Christians face persecution and discrimination because they love Jesus. Where faith looks impossible, God is doing the impossible. The church continues to grow.
Myanmar: World Watch List #14
Christians in Myanmar continue to experience untold suffering because of persecution and conflict, with last year’s devastating earthquakes adding to the vulnerability of many believers. It’s now five years since the military coup that has deepened Myanmar’s long-running civil war and had a catastrophic impact on the whole country. Many Christians have been caught in the crossfire, particularly in ethnic minority areas, with believers killed, churches bombed and villages destroyed. Christians face everyday discrimination, such as trouble getting Christianity recognised on ID cards, denial of access to basic services like water, and forced participation in Buddhist rituals. Churches have difficulty registering with the authorities. Evangelistic activities are strongly opposed.

Pray that God would bless their preparations and give them wisdom, energy, and encouragement as they serve young people and share God’s Word faithfully. young people would grow in faith, friendship, and understanding of the gospel. Pray for the young people attending, that they would grow in faith, friendship, and understanding of the gospel. Please pray that leaders and authorities would act with justice and compassion to protect vulnerable communities and work towards lasting peace in regions affected by violence against Christians.
