Open Doors: World Watch List 2026
The World Watch List is Open Doors’ annual ranking of the 50 countries where Christians face the most extreme persecution. Explore the country profiles to find information, stories and prayers for each of the countries, along with ways to pray and stand with your persecuted church family.
More than 380 million Christians face persecution and discrimination because they love Jesus. Where faith looks impossible, God is doing the impossible. The church continues to grow.
China: World Watch List #17
Christianity is seen as a threat by the Chinese authorities, so Christians here face close monitoring and tight controls. There are registered churches in China, falling under either the Three-Self Patriotic Movement (TSPA) or the Catholic Patriotic Association (CPA), but these are closely overseen by the State who monitor what is preached and who is there.
Many churches decide not to register, and instead meet underground as house churches. But these churches face raids, fines, arrests, imprisonments and the confiscation of materials. Under-18s are not permitted to attend church.
In areas that are traditionally Muslim or Buddhist, new Christians can face threats and even physical harm from their family and community, on top of persecution from the state.
